“By the Honourable George Thomas, Esquire, Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Province of Pennsylvania, and Counties of Newcastle, Kent and Sussex,
on Delaware.

Whereas, His Majesty, by His Orders of the Ninth of April last, signified unto me
by his Grace the Duke of Newcastle, one of ilis Majesty’s prircipal Secretaries of
State, hath Impowered and Commanded me to raise a Number of Men in the Province
under my Government, for an Expedition against Canada; These are in His Majesty’s
Name to authorize and Impower you, John Shannon, Esq., to beat up for Volunteers
within the said Government, in order to raise a Company, which is to consist of one
hundred n:en, including Four Sergeants, Four Corporals, and Two Drummers, of which
you are to be Captain, Provided you shall compleat your Levy in time for Marching the
said Company to Albany, or to such other Place as shall be appointed by the Honour-
able Brigadier General Gooch, or by the Commanding Officer for the time being.

(I..S.) Given under my Hand and Seal at Arms, at Philadelphia, the Twenty-
fifth day of June, in the Twentieth year of His Majesty’s Reign, Annoq Domini, one
thousand seven hundred and forty-six.”

“INSTRUCTION TO JOHN SHANNON, ESQ., 1746.”

“Pursuant to His Majesty’s Orders, you will herewith receive a Warrant for
Raising a Company of one hundred men, for an Expedition against Canada, with a
Printed Copy of the Proclamation Issued by me; from whence you may certifie what
Encouragement will be given by Ilis Majesty, to such as shall engage in this Service.

You are likewise herchy authorized to assure Them, that they shall receive a
Dollar upon Enlisting, and T'hree Pistoles in Gold, before they go out of this P’rovince,
for the Support of their Familics in their Absence, or to be laid out in such other manner
as they shall think fit,

You are to Enlist none but healthy, able body’d men, not exceeding forty-five
years of Age, and of a good Stature, and you are to be very careful that they be not
ruplured, nor under any other bodily Disorder, which may be an Impediment to theiz
Marching.

You are to take especial Care not to receive any other into the Service, but
Protestants, and such as will take the Oath prescribed by the Articles of War, and you
are forthwith, after Inlisting, to carry them before a Magistrate for that purpose.

You are to make a regular Entry of the name of every Person Enlisted, his
Highth, Complexion, Country, &c., and of the Day upon which he was Qualified, that
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it may be known when his Pay 1s to commence, and that he may be apprehended and
punished in case of Desertion.

You are to provide Quarters for the Men Enlisted, in the best manner you can,
until they shall receive marching orders, taking care that the Expence does not exceed
the King’s Substance, which is sixpence sterling per Diem for each man.

You are, during their continuance in Quarters, to Exercise them daily, and as the
time may be too short for perfecting them in the whole Manual Exercise and Evolutions,
you must be very diligent in teaching them the Facings, Wheelings and Firings, that
they may Load and Fire quick and regular, ‘

(L.S.) Given under my Hand and Seal at Arms, at Philadelphia, the T'wenty-
fifth day of June, in the T'wenticth year of His Majesty’s Reign, Annoq Domini, one

thousand seven hundred and forty-six.”

You are further to transmit to me weekly, an Account of the number of Men Enlisted.

PROVINCIAL OFFICERS AND SOLDIERS.
KING GEORGIE’S WAR.

The Companies cormmanded by Captains Trent, Shannon, Deimer and Perry,
were recruited under authority of a proclamation issued by Governor George 'Thomas,
dated June 9, 1746, reciting the King’s Order of the ninth of April, to raise four hundred
men within the province of Pennsylvania, to be employed in concert with the regular
forces in the immediate reduction of Canada. |

The instructions for recruiting, together with a copy of Capt. Shannon’s com-
mission, will be found in Pa. Archives, Iirst Series, Vol. 1, pages 688, 689, 'These
companies went into winter quarters al Albany, N. Y., 1746-1747, and were finally dis-
charged October 31, 1747, “the late intended expedition against Canada having been
by his Majesty laid aside for the present.”

(In December, 1747, the Assembly having made no provision for the defence of the City
and Province, many of the inhabitants became alarmed and voluntarily entered into an
association for defence.  Companies were formed, which proceeded to choose officers,
who in turn, assembled and chose their superior officers, all being commissioned by the
direction of the Provincial Council.  Col. Records, vol. V. pages 172, 174. The result
of this movement is detailed in the message of Anthony Palmer, resident, to the As-
sembly dated May 17, 1748:  “The Province which very lately was in a defenceless
state, is now, through the zeal and activily of some, who have the love of their country
sincerely at heart, rendered capable, with the blessing of God, of defending itself
against the designs of our enemices, many thousands of the inhabilants having volun-
tarily entered into the most solemn engagements for that purpose; in consequence
whereof, arms have been provided, and every one appears assiduous in qualifying him-
self for the defence of his country. T'hey have likewise at considerable expense, erected
batteries on the River, so situated and of such strength and weight of metal, as to render
it very dangerous for an enemy o altempt the bringing any ships before the city.  We
have granted commissions to such general and other officers, as have from time to time
been presented to us for that purpose by the Association.  Since these measures tend so
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manifestly, under God, for the security of this Province, the preservation of its metropo-

lis, we think they justly deserve the assisstance and edcoura

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CAPT. McCLUGHAN TO GOV. DENNY.

To the Honorable William Denny, Esquire, Lieutenant GGovernor and Com-
mander-in-Chief of the Counties of New Castle, Kent and Sussex, upon Delaware and
Province of Pennsylvania.

The Address and Remonstrance of John McClughan, Captain of a Company of
Foot, in the service of the said counties, Most humbly sheweth, that the said John Me
Clughan held the Commission of a Captain of 2 Company of Foot, in the service of the
afs’d Counties during the last campaign, & therein behaved himself to the satisfaction
of his superior officers and without any just Cause of Complaint for any neglect or
Breach of Duty, whatsoever. 'That after the Bill for raising one hundred and eighty
men for the service of this year had passed the House, it was given out your Honor would
Commisionate such officers to command the Troops afs’d as had been in the Pay of the
said Counties & Pchaved well the year preceeding, and after them, such persons as
should be recommended by the Commissioners & Representatives of the respective
Counties, to {ill up the Vacancies which should remain, if any. For which Reason your
Remonstrant did not apply for any Recommendation to your Honor or for a Commis-
sion, hoping he would receive an offer of it as well as the late Major Wells & Captain
Gooding. But finding that was not done, he then, and not till then, suggested that his
Character had been abused and his Conduct Misrepresented to your Honor, & upon
making enquiry, found his surmise too true; Whereupon on the eighth day of May last,
he waited on your ITonor with a Recommendation from the Representatives & one of
the Commissioners of New Castle County, to beg that a proper enquiry might be made
into his Behaviour, in every Respect, during the Continuance of his former Commis-
sion, but could not have the Happiness of speaking with your Ionor at that time. He,
therefore, waited upon Colonel Bouquet, under whose immediate Command and In-
spection he served the principal part of the Campaign, and afterwards to several
other officers & told them his case, and had the Pleasure of perceiving that they all
looked upon his Character as greatly abused and his Conduct misrepresented, &
promised to do him justice as far as lay in their Power, for the regard thay had to
‘I'ruth and to his merit, without any other consideration.

'That a few days after, he had the satisfaction of hearing from Mr. Secretary
Peters that his Character was cleared from the aspersions it lay under, and that your
Honor was so well pleased with his conduct, as to give him the first Commission of a
Company of Foot, in the service of the Government of the Lower Counties on Dela-
ware, and he, the next day, received the same accordingly with all due gratitude to your
Honor, as well for the pay he might receive from such a Commission, as the great kind-
ness done to his Reputation, thereby.

‘T'hat your said Remonstrant thereupon immediately returned to New Castle
and applied to the Commissioners of New Castle County for money to recruit with,
shewing al the same time his beating Orders and Commission, but was refused by one
of them & told that all the money they had the power of was dispos’d of or engaged to
three other gentlemen who had beating orders in said Cmmtj’; notwithstanding, which
Difficulty and many more your Remonstrant laboured under, & which, for the sake of
Brevity only, he omils mentioning he recruited in about eight days twenty-eight good
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men at his own private Expence, who were received and approved of by Mr. Commis-
sary Young, and that in a Fortnight, or less time from the beginning, he is well assured
he could have raised his whole Company had he not receiv’d orders by the s’d Mr.
Young, from your Honor, to desist inlisting any more until it was known what numbers
were raised.

That your Remonstrant not only paid the af’s’d Recruits, by him raised, the
Bounty of Five pounds allow’d by the Government, but also to many of them his own
twenty shillings, and to most of them half that sum; and by Way of a further Encourage-
ment, & that the men might be the more speedily raised, he advanced to masters for
their Servants and to Creditors for their Debtors, which he inlisted the Sum of Forty-
five pounds and upwards.

That on the 81st Tlt’o, he received a Letter from your Honor, dated the 30th of
the same month, wherein your Honor is pleased to inform him that his late application
had thrown everything, with respect to the new Ilevies, into Confusion, as all the
officers had beating Orders a considerable time before his application & had actually
raised their men; And, therefore, your Honor, in the most kind and polite manner, re-
quested him to resign his Commission, as your Honor apprehended it was absoutely
necessary for the Service of the Government, and on that Account only agreeable to you.

Your Remonstrant also receiv’d a Letter from Mr. Joseph Shippen, Brigade
Major, dated the 9th Instant, informing him, “The Governor had been pleased to com-
missionate Messrs. Battle, Vanbebber & Wright, Captains of the Delawar Govern-
ment Companies, & that it was his Pleasure he should deliver over the men he had raised
to the Captains Baitle and Vanbebber, so as to complete their Companies as the Gov-
ernor has ordered the Commissioners of the said Government to pay to him the raising
these men—the Bounty, Subsistance, & Inlistingmoney agreeable to his beating orders.”

Upon all which your Remonstrant humbly begs leave to observe, That as he
was a Captain the last year, and behaved well, which is Confirmed by your Honors
giving him another Commission; As he is the only Person who held the Rank of Cap-
tain, the last Campaign, that applied to go this year, in the Service of this Govern-
ment, as your honor was pleased {o say such officers who had behaved well should be
preferred this year, and provided for before any others and also that the Representatives
and Commissioners of each County should be permitted to recommend such Persons
for officers as they most approved of, as the Representatives and Commissioners for
New Castle County, never recommended any other person for Captain but him, the
said John McClughan, as he is advised, as he was the first who had your IHonor’s Com-
mission as such, as he had so many Difficulties to encounter & notwithstanding raised
so many men in so short a time, and for which he could have no other Inducement than
the Honor of the Government and the hopes of meriting fully the Commission he had
obtained from your Honor, and having an opportunity of reimbursing himself again and
receiving the Bounty and Pay of a Captain during the Campaign, as the other Gentle-
men whom your Honor has appointed Captains, were all subalterns the last year, and
Mr. Wright, Licutenant to the s’d John MeClughan, as his late application is fully ac-
counted for, and Commissions in the army have been always granted during good
Bebaviour, your Remonstrant humbly conceives he has a kind of legal Right to your
Honor’s Favor and to hkave the Command of the Troops of said Counties during this
Campaign, and that any of the other officers should rather resign than him, and there-
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fore your Remonstrant humbly hopes that your Honor will be pleased to take the Prem-
isses into your serious Consideration, and he makes no doubt but your Honor will still
continue your Favor towards him and Do him that Justice your Honor must think he
desevedly is intitled to.

"This is a copy of an old paper which was wrapped around a batch of Vouchers
to the Account of Joshua Clayton, Esq. State T'reas. The handwriting is that of
Elaezer McComb, Auditor of Accounts. As all the men mentioned were members of
the “Flying Camp” Battalion, it is very probable that the Muster Rolls referred to as
being captured by the British, were the Rolls of that Battalion. No date appears.

to the officers and soldiers who shall so engage in the service, and continue therein to the
close of the war, or until discharegd by Congress, and to the representatives of such
officers and soldiers as shall be slain by the enemy:

Such lands to be provided by the United States, and whatever expence shall be
necessary to procure such land, the said expence shall be paid and borne by the states
in the same proportion as the other expences of the war, viz.

'T'o a colonel 500 acres; to a licutenant colonel 450; to a major, 400; to a eaplain,
300; to a licutenant, 200; to an ensign, 150; cach non-commissioned officer and soldier,
100:

‘I'hat the appointinent of all officers, and filling up vacancies, (except general
officers) be left to the governments of the several states, and that every state provide
arms, cloathing, and every necessary for its quota of troops, according to the foregoing

eslimate:  The expence of the cloathing to be deducted from the pay of the soldiers
as usual:
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That all officers be commissioned by Congress:
That it be recommended to the several states, that they take the most speedy and
effectual measures for inlisting their several quotas:

That the money to be given for bounties be paid by the pay master in the depart-
ment where the soldier shall inlist:

That each soldier receive pay and subsistence from the time of their inlistment.

2. That a Member be appointed by each House to repair forthwith to the Camps in
New York and New Jersey and enquire into the Condition of the Battalions there
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under the Command of the Colonels Haslet and Patterson and obtain a List of such
officers in Colonel Haslet’s Battalion as are willing to continue in the Serviceduring the
present War on the Terms proposed by Congress, and also a List of such officers in
Colonel Patterson’s Battalion as may be desirous of supplying vacancies if any such
shall be.

3. That the said two Commissioners be instructed to consult and advise with
General Washington respecting the Promotion and appointment of Oflicers in the
Battalion to be inlisted as aforesaid.

4. That the said Commissioners be furnished with blank Commissions from Con-
gress, and that they having the approbation of Gieneral Washinglon may fill up the
same with the names of such officers as chusc to continue in the Service, giving
preferance to the Officers in Colonel Haslet’s Battalion of Regulars; deficiences to
be made up out of the List of Officers belonging to Colonel Patterson’s Battalion.

5. 'That the Commissioners take the most speedy and effectual measures to procure
Inlistment of such non-commissioned officers and Privates in the two Battalions
aforesaid as may be willing to engage in the Service durnig the War on the Terms pro-
posed by Congress.

6. That the said Commissioners make particular Enquiry into the Condilion of the
Cloathing, Arms and Blankets of the Soldiers belonging to the said Battalions and
report the same, with their Proceedings in the Premises to the General Assembly as
soon as possible.

Sir,

Inclosed I transmit your Excellency a Return of the Detachment of the Regi-
ment, under my Command, which (although small) have had an Active share in reduc-

ing the two Ports of York, and Gloucester, being detach’d to the Artillery, and having
done duty with them during the Operations here.

In my last to the President of the State, which I sent from Baltimore, was in-
closed a Return of the Clothing wanting for the Detachment—Iaving received no an-
swer, I am obliged to repeat my Requests, the men being entirely naked—In my whole
Command I have not one Waistcoat, One good shirt, or One pair of good Overalls, and
am also in great want of about Fiity Blankets, and Fifteen Coats—for Want of Body
shirts, they have been obliged to wear their Hunting Shirts, these, with the others are
also wore out, and now they have no alternative but nakedness—Their Overalls being

also worn out, makes their nakedness the more general—I have not more than twenty

men who can do duty—The sick absent, and present, are rendered unable for Duty, for

the above want, and I expect, at least Two Thirds of them, will be obliged to go to the
Hospital, with Sickness, occasioned by their ragged situation.—In my last I mentioned
the impossibility of procuring a supply from the Continental Store, and urged, in the
most pressing terms) the Articles mentioned in my Return, being procured, and for-
wardeéd on immediately, by one of the Subaltern Officers in the State; I should wish
this mode still to be pursued, as on the March to Carolina almost all my Men will be
left in Hospitals which when releived by warm clothing, will be able to pursue their
march—The Collection of them, would also be & necessary Duty for an Officer, and its
out of my own Power to leave one on that Duty—I should send a Return of what Arti-
cles are wanting, but a Return of their nuinbers will serve the same purpose, as One
Waistcoat woolen, T'wo Good Shirts, One Pair of Woolen Qveralls, one pair of Socks,

and one pair of Shoes, are wanting for each man—besides the blankets and coats men-
tioned before—

The weather being tolerably warm, since our arrival in this State, has favor'd

the Men much, but the cold season has now come on, and I much dread the Conse-
quences of it—

I hope the Finances of the State, will admit the purchasing a Relief, for which,
I’'m convinced it cant be better Apply’d, or do more Service—The men look up to the
State, in their Distressed Situation, for Relief, 1 hope they may not be disappointed—
They are good Men, and will make, with kind treatment, good Soldiers—but in their

present State, little can be expected, from Men, who are naked, and full of Vermin,
and have not an immediate prospect of a Relief—

It would have given me great pleasure could I have assured your Excellency, that

the Command was hearty, and well clothed, and am truly sorry their Condition wont
admit of it—
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As we will move very shortly for Carolina, I must press (in the most earnest
terms) an ? officer being sent out, with the Within Mentioned Supply, who may Clothe
the men on his Way, and Conduct them to the Regiment—

Camp AsnLey River July 8th 1782
Sir,

I have the Pleasure to congratulate you on the Evacuation of the Garrison of
Savannah which took Place a few days ago. The Conjectures concerning their Des-
tination, are various, however, from the last Accounts, from town, We are induced to
believe, they will be equally divided, between the Garrisons of Charleston, Jamaica,
and Augustine. We enjoy ourselves much on the Prospects of their leaving this Garri-
son also, but whether its real, or imaginary I can’t pretent to ascertain; 'This only I'll
say, their Preparations, and Movements, seem to indicate it—Our Army moved down
below this Place yesterday, and lies on Mr. Cattells Estate, on the South Side of the Riv-
er, Sixteen Miles from Town; The Infantry, have laid here some time, and have been
erecting a floating bridge which, when compleated, will effectually prevent the Enemy’s
making any Excursions in the Country—The Army in general, has been, and is sickly,
and am afraid, will increase as the fall months are pregnant with bilious Diseases—QOur
men have been, and remain tolerably healthy, indeed more so than any in the Army—
We still remain with the light T'roops, composed of Coll. Lee’s Legion, the 3d Rigi-
ments of Dragoons, with a Detachment of 100 men from the Army the whole under the
Command of Brigr Genl Gist.

Thursday last being the Anniversary of our glorious Independance was held in
Commemoration by the Army’s firing a feudejoy.

The field officers, on that day dined with his Excellency Governor Mathews,
while the inferior officers had a Repast at Iead Quarters—I shall make no Animadver-
sions, on the Operations of the day; but assure you, that the Day was spent in Mirth,
Peace, friendship, and Harmony; the whole retiring at night, socially drunk. I wrote
your Excellency, 2 month ago, and in my letter inclosed the Monthly Returns, for April,
and May, with the names of the Officers and Men, who are in the State, and not 1o be
accounted for in the Returns here—This letter was carried by a Mr. Lovell, of Coll.
Lee’s Legion, who after going to Santee, returned and of Consequence the Letters with
him—The whole you will find inclosed in this, and should have been glad, they had
arrived in their proper time—1It has been my wish to transmit those Relurns monthly,
but the Difficulty of Conyevance prevents it—You may be assured, that no Opportunity
shall be lost in acquainting you of our Strength and Situalion--

By your Letter of November, you mentioned the Appointments of Mr. Vaughan,

and Doctor Platt, to Commissions in the Regt.
That for Mr. Vaughan, I've been expecting daily, but as it is not yet come, & perhaps
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
